Pakistan shuts ports for Indian ships after
New Delhi bans imports from Islamabad

akistan has banned Indian-flagged

ships from entering its ports with

immediate effect after New Delhi

imposed fresh punitive measures,
including a ban on the import of goods
and entry of Pakistani vessels into its
ports, against Islamabad amid heigh-
tened tensions following the Pahalgam
terror attack.

India on Saturday imposed a ban on the
import of goods coming from or transit-
ing through Pakistan and also the entry
of Pakistani ships into its ports even as
Prime Minister Narendra Modi said the
country is committed to taking “firm and
decisive” action against terrorists and their
backers. In retaliation, Pakistan late
Saturday ordered that any Indian flag car-

riers will not be allowed to visit any
Pakistani port and also barred Pakistani
ships from docking at any Indian port.

The Ministry of Maritime Affairs in a
notification said that it took the step of
banning the Indian ships in the context
of the current situation, keeping in mind
maritime sovereignty, economic interests
and national security.

“Indian-flagged ships will not be
allowed to reach any Pakistani port.
Similarly, Pakistani-flagged ships will not
visit any Indian port,” the ministry said.

It said that the following steps will be
taken immediately.

Ties between the two neighbouring
countries plummeted following the April
22 Pahalgam terror attack that killed 26
people, mostly tourists.

In fresh punitive measures against
Pakistan that came into effect immediate-

ly amid heightened Indo-Pak tensions in
the wake of the deadly Pahalgam terror
attack, India also suspended the exchange
of mails and parcels from the neighbour-

ing country via air and surface routes.
Besides banning entry of Pakistani ships
into Indian ports, India also barred
Indian ships from visiting Pakistani ports,
according to the Directorate General of
Shipping (DGS). The restrictions were put
into place with immediate effect, officials

said. According to an Indian government
order, the complete ban on imports of all
goods from Pakistan was imposed on the
grounds of national security and public
policy. Though the 200 per cent import
duty imposed on Pakistani goods in
2019 after the Pulwama attack had effec-
tively halted direct imports, the latest deci-
sion also prohibits the entry of Pakistani
goods routed through third countries.
The fresh moves came a week-and-half
after India announced a raft of punitive
measures against Pakistan including sus-
pension of the Indus Waters Treaty, shut-
ting down of the only operation land bor-
der crossing at Attari and downgrading of
diplomatic ties following the terror attack.
The Pakistan Army, meanwhile, said in
a statement that it has conducted a suc-
cessful training launch of the Abdali
Weapon System — a surface-to-surface

missile with a range of 450 km, saying it
was aimed at ensuring the operational
readiness of troops and validating key
technical parameters.

In New Delhi, people familiar with the
matter said India considers the test launch
of the ballistic missile a “blatant” act of
“provocation” As the hunt for the
Pahalgam attackers intensified, Sri Lankan
police searched a flight arriving in
Colombo from Chennai after being tipped
off that a suspect linked to the massacre
could be on board, a police spokesperson
said in the Sri Lankan capital. Indian
authorities have identified four terrorists
- including two Pakistani nationals -
behind the Pahalgam carnage.

A statement from the national carrier
SriLankan Airlines said the aircraft was
thoroughly inspected and subsequently
cleared for further operations.

Aqstralia_’s.re-elected
prime m|.n|ster says \_/qters
chose unity over division

ustralia’s re-elected Prime
AMinister Anthony Albanese on

Sunday was greeted by well-wish-
ers at a Sydney cafe and said the coun-
try had voted for unity over division.

Albanese’s center-left Labor Party
won an emphatic victory in elections on
Saturday. As vote counting continued,
the government was on track to win at
least 85 seats in the 150-seat House of
Representatives, the lower chamber
where parties need a majority to form an
administration.

Labor held 78 seats in the previous
Parliament, and gaining seats in a sec-
ond term is rare in Australian politics.

“The Australian people voted for
unity rather than division,” Albanese told
reporters in the crowded cafe in inner-
suburban Leichhardt where he and his
fiancee, Jodie Haydon, gathered with col-
leagues and supporters for coffee.

“Well be a disciplined, orderly govern-
ment in our second term, just like we
have been in our first,” he added.

Treasurer Jim Chalmers, the govern-
ment’s top economic minister, explained
the election result as voters seeking sta-
bility after US President Donald Trump’s
tariff disruptions to the global economy.

“This was beyond even our most opti-
mistic expectations,” Chalmers told
Australian Broadcasting Corp. Of the
election result.

“We know that this second term has
been given to us by the Australian peo-
ple because they want stability in uncer-
tain times,” he added.

Australian election result reminiscent
of Canada

In an election result reminiscent of
Canada’s recent contest, conservative
opposition leader Peter Dutton lost his
parliamentary seat. His alliance of par-
ties was reduced to 37 seats.

Canada’s opposition leader, Pierre
Poilievre, lost his seat after Trump
declared economic war on the US

Neighbor. Poilievre had previously been
regarded as a shoo-in to become
Canada’s next prime minister and shep-
herd his Conservative Party back into
power for the first time in a decade.

Senior Australian lawmakers say they
feared late last year they would become
the first government to be tossed out
after a single three-year term since the
turmoil of the Great Depression in
1931.

Like the center-left Canadian govern-
ment, the Australian government had
linked their political opponents to
Trumps administration and its Elon
Musk-led Department of Government
Efficiency.

Australia was hit during the five-week
election campaign with 10 per cent tar-
iffs on exports to the United States
despite trading with its bilateral free trade
partner at a deficit for decades.

Opposition leader branded DOGE-y
Dutton

The opposition leader was branded
“DOGE-y Dutton,” and Labor warned
that a Dutton government would slash
public sector services to pay for seven
government-funded nuclear power
plants.

Labor said Dutton never campaigned
at any of the proposed power plant sites
and argued the conservatives realized
that nuclear reactors were not popular.
There is no nuclear power generation in
Australia.

Labor also accused Dutton of igniting
culture wars. While Albanese stands
before the Australian flag and two
Indigenous flags at media announce-
ments, Dutton had said that as prime
minister, he would only stand in front of
the national flag.

Indigenous Australians account for 4
per cent of the population and are the
nation’s most disadvantaged ethnic
minority.

Chalmers said the direct impacts of US
Tariffs on Australia were “manageable
and relatively modest”

Sudan’s army says RSF paramilitaries
carry out drone attack on Red Sea port city

drone attack Sunday targeting a

military airbase and other civilian
facilities in the coastal city of Port Sudan,
the military said.

No casualties were reported in what is
the first known attack by the Rapid
Support Forces on the Red Sea city, which
served as an interim seat for the govern-
ment since the war between the military
and the paramilitary group started more
than two years ago.

Brig. Gen. Nabil Abdullah, a
spokesman for the Sudanese military, said
RSF drones hit an ammunition warehouse
in the Osman Digna airbase, causing
explosions in the facility. The attack also
hit a cargo warehouse and civilian instal-
lations, he said in a statement.

Sudan’s paramilitaries launched a

Video footage posted on social media
appeared to show plums of thick smoke
rising above the airbase.

There was no immediate comment
from the RSE

The rebel group has stepped up its
drone attacks on civilian facilities in mil-
itary held-areas in Sudan. Last month, the
paramilitaries hit a major power plant in
Atbara, a railway city, north of the capi-
tal, Khartoum.

The drone attacks came after the mil-
itary re-took Khartoum earlier this year,
pushing the RSF to their stronghold in the
western region of Darfur.

As the military consolidated its posi-
tions in the capital, the RSF advanced in
other areas in the county’s peripheries,
capturing Sudan’s largest camp for dis-
placed people in North Darfur and a key
town in West Kordofan province.

Activists accused the RSF of commit-
ting atrocities, including street killing and
rape, in the two areas where hundreds of
people were reported killed.

Sudan’s ongoing war broke out on April
15, 2023 after simmering tensions
between the military and the RSF explod-
ed into open warfare across the country.

Since then, at least 24,000 people have
been killed, though the number is likely
far higher. The war has driven about 13
million people from their homes, includ-
ing four million crossed into neighbor-
ing countries. It also pushed parts of the
country into famine.

The fighting has been marked by
atrocities including mass rape and ethni-
cally motivated killings that amount to
war crimes and crimes against humani-
ty, especially in Darfur, according to the
UN and international rights groups.

UK counter-terror police make flurry of
Iranian arrests over suspected terrorist plot

have made eight arrests involving

Iranian nationals connected to two
separate “fast-moving” investigations,
with one connected with a suspected ter-
rorist plot targeting a specific unidenti-
fied site in the country, the Metropolitan
Police force said Sunday.

The Metropolitan Police said that
while five men aged between 29 and 46
were arrested across different parts of
England, three others aged between 39
and 55 were detained from different sites
in London on Saturday.

Both operations concerned Iranian
nationals but are described as a separate
Met Police Terrorism Command investi-
gation. “This is a fast-moving investiga-
tion and we are working closely with those
at the affected site to keep them

Britain’s counter-terrorism police

updated,” said Commander Dominic
Murphy, Head of the Met Police’s Counter
Terrorism Command, involved with the
first five arrests in Swindon, Manchester,
Rochdale, Stockport and London.

“The investigation is still in its early
stages and we are exploring various lines
of enquiry to establish any potential moti-
vation as well as to identify whether there
may be any further risk to the public
linked to this matter. “We understand the
public may be concerned and as always,
I would ask them to remain vigilant and
if they see or hear anything that concerns
them, then to contact us,” he said.

The police said four of the men, who are
Iranian nationals and remain in custody,
were arrested on suspicion of preparation
of aterrorist act, contrary to Section 5 of the

the Police and Criminal Evidence Act
(PACE). “The investigation relates to a sus-
pected plot to target a specific premises.
Officers have been in contact with the affect-
ed site to make them aware and provide rel-

evant advice and
support, but for operational reasons, we are
not able to provide further

information at this time,” the police state-
ment reads. As part of the investigation,
officers are carrying out searches at a
number of addresses in the Greater
Manchester, London and Swindon areas,

Muizzu says
nothing to worry
about past pacts,
opposition slams
him for previous
‘false claims’

aldivian President Mohamed

Muizzu has said that there is

nothing to worry about the agree-
ments signed by the previous government
with other countries, drawing criticism
from the opposition leader who demand-
ed his apology for making “false claims”
during the 2023 election campaign regard-
ing the pacts with nations like India.

At a marathon press conference at his
Office on Saturday, Muizzu said he was
working in line with his pledge to disclose
the military agreements and blamed delays
on confidentiality issues, adhadhu.Com
online news portal reported.

“Bilateral discussions are ongoing. There
are no issues. However, we are trying to
disclose through the bilateral discussions
since I made a pledge. There are no
concerns,” he was quoted as saying by the
news portal. Muizzu made the remarks at
the press conference, which lasted for near-
ly 15 hours, PSM News reported, claim-
ing it broke a previous record held by
Ukrainian leader Volodymyr Zelenskyy.
The president paused only briefly for
prayer times. Before coming to power, the
People’s National Congress (PNC) led by
Muizzu expressed concerns over the
agreements signed with other countries,
especially India, by the previous Maldivian
Democratic Party (MDP) government.

Muizzu and his party’s senior leaders
have previously said these agreements will
affect the Maldives™ sovereignty.

Responding to Muizzu’s statement,
former foreign minister and opposition
MDP chief Abdulla Shahid criticised him,
saying the people of the Maldives and India
deserve an apology for his false claims
over the pacts during the 2023 election
campaign. “After years of false claims,
President Muizzu has now confirmed
there are no “serious concerns” with the
bilateral agreements between the Maldives
and India. He won the 2023 presidential
election on the back of a campaign that
claimed these agreements threatened our
sovereignty and territorial integrity;
Shahid posted on X. “That narrative has
now collapsed under his own words. It
spread fear, broke trust, and damaged the
Maldives’ reputation globally. The people
of Maldives and India deserve an apolo-
gy and a serious accounting for the harm
caused,” he added. The Maldives and India
witnessed a downturn in bilateral ties since
pro-China president Muizzu assumed
office in November 2023.

Cuts have eliminated more than a dozen
US government health-tracking programs

S Health Secretary Robert F

l l Kennedy’s motto is “Make

America Healthy Again,” but gov-

ernment cuts could make it harder to
know if that’s happening.

More than a dozen data-gathering
programs that track deaths and disease
appear to have been eliminated in the tor-
nado of layoffs and proposed budget cuts
rolled out in the Trump administration’s
first 100 days.

The Associated Press examined draft
and final budget proposals and spoke to
more than a dozen current and former
federal employees to determine the scope
of the cuts to programs tracking basic
facts about Americans’ health.

Among those terminated at the Centers
for Disease Control and Prevention were
experts tracking abortions, pregnancies,
job-related injuries, lead poisonings, sex-
ual violence and youth smoking, the AP
found.

“If you don’t have staff, the program is
gone,” said Patrick Breysse, who used to
oversee the CDC’s environmental health
programs. Federal officials have not
given a public accounting of specific sur-
veillance programs that are being elimi-
nated. Instead, a US Department of
Health and Human Services spokes-
woman pointed the AP to a Trump
administration budget proposal released
Friday. It lacked specifics, but proposes to
cut the CDC’s core budget by more than
half and vows to focus CDC surveillance
only on emerging and infectious diseases.

Kennedy has said some of the CDC’s
other work will be moved to a yet-to-be-
created agency, the Administration for a
Healthy America. He also has said that the
cuts are designed to get rid of waste at a
department that has seen its budget

grow in recent years. “Unfortunately, this
extra spending and staff has not improved
our nation’s health as a country;” Kennedy
wrote last month in The New York Post.
“Instead, it has only created more waste,
administrative bloat and duplication.”

Yet some health experts say the elim-
inated programs are not duplicative, and
erasing them will leave Americans in the
dark. “If the US is interested in making
itself healthier again, how is it going to
know, if it cancels the programs that helps
us understand these diseases?” said
Graham Mooney, a Johns Hopkins
University public health historian.

The core of the nation’s health surveil-
lance is done by the CDC’s National
Center for Health Statistics. Relying on
birth and death certificates, it generates
information on birth rates, death trends
and life expectancy. It also operates long-
standing health surveys that provide
basic data on obesity, asthma and other
health issues.

The center has been barely touched in
layoffs, and seems intact under current
budget plans.

But many other efforts were targeted
by the cuts, the AP found. Some exam-
ples:

Pregnancies and abortion

The Pregnancy Risk Assessment
Monitoring System, which surveys
women across the country, lost its entire
staff — about 20 people. It's the most com-
prehensive collection of data on the
health behaviours and outcomes before,
during and after childbirth. Researchers
have been using its data to investigate the
nation’s maternal mortality problem.

Recent layoffs also wiped out the staffs
collecting data on in vitro fertilisations
and abortions.

Those cuts are especially surprising
given that President Donald Trump said

he wants to expand IVF access and that
the Heritage Foundation’s Project 2025
playbook for his administration called for
more abortion surveillance.

Lead poisoning

The CDC eliminated its program on
lead poisoning in children, which helped
local health departments — through
funding and expertise — investigate lead
poisoning clusters and find where risk is
greatest.

Lead poisoning in kids typically stems
from exposure to bits of old paint, cont-
aminated dust or drinking water that
passes through lead pipes. But the pro-
gram’s staff also played an important role
in the investigation of lead-tainted apple-
sauce that affected 500 kids.

Environmental investigations

Also gone is the staff for the 23-year-
old Environmental Public Health
Tracking Program, which had informa-
tion on concerns including possible can-
cer clusters and weather-related illness-
es.

Transgender data

In some cases, it's not a matter of
staffers leaving, but rather the end of spe-
cific types of data collection.

Transgender status is no longer being
recorded in health-tracking systems,
including ones focused on violent deaths
and on risky behaviors by kids.

Violence

The staff and funding seems to have
remained intact for a CDC data collec-
tion that provides insights into homicides,
suicides and accidental deaths involving
weapons.

But CDC violence-prevention pro-
grams that acted on that information were
halted. So, too, was work on a system that
collects hospital data on nonfatal injuries
from causes such as shootings, crashes
and drownings.
