Online self-enumeration for
Census 2027 launched in city

Self-enumeration under
Census 2027 began in the
national Capital on Friday,
with many residents, includ-
ing Lt GovernorTaranjit Singh
Sandhu and Chief Minister
Rekha Gupta, completing the
exercise on day one.

The chief minister, after
completing online self-enu-
meration, said the process is
simple and completely safe.
She urged Delhi residents to
take part in self-enumera-
tion and pointed out that
correctinformation and data
pave the way for correct
policies to benefit every
needy person.

Sandhu, ina post on X, said
that the exercise officially
began across all Municipal
Corporation of Delhi (MCD)
wards and urged the resi-
dents to take partin the self-
enumeration process and
support the census. “Your
participation plays an impor-
tant role in shaping the future
of our city and nation,” he
said in the post.

In a post on X, the chief
minister said, “Today, I
entered my details in the
census through self-enu-
meration. This process is
easy and completely secure,
allowing every citizen to
join this campaign
with ease. Accurate informa-
tion is the foundation of
sound policies. only when
datais precise do the bene-
fits of schemes reach every
needy person, and develop-
ment truly progresses by

taking everyone along.” She
urged all Delhi residents to
definitely participate in
self-enumeration.

“Your participation will
form the strong foundation
for a developed Delhi and a
developed India,” the chief
minister added.

The self-enumeration
phase is a 15-day window —
from May 1 to May 15 — pre-
ceding the start of the house-
listing operation (HLO), when
the first deployment of

census officials will take
place. This digital-first initia-
live gives citizens the power
to directly submit their
household details, helping
ensure every residentis accu-
rately counted. Reliable data
is key to inclusive gover-
nance and a stronger, devel-
oped nation, the LG added.

The self-enumeration exer-
cise has already been com-
pleted in the New Delhi
Municipal Council (NDMC)
and Delhi Cantt areas, where
house listing and housing
operations through door-to-
door visits by enumerators
are underway.

All residents of MCD wards,
irrespective of their domicile
status, can participate in the
voluntary self-enumeration
exercise by logging on to the
census portal, officials said.

Only one login per house-
hold will be required, and the
head of the family or any
other member can complete
the process using a mobile
number. Users will have to
selecta language at the time
of first login, which cannot be
changed later, they said.

CBI arrests CGHS Additional Director,
private aSS|stant |n brlberycase

The Central Bureau of
Investigation (CBI) has arrest-
ed the Additional Director of
the Central Government
Health Scheme (CGHS),
Meerut, Uttar Pradesh, and
her private assistantin con-
nection with a bribery case.
The arrests were made fol-
lowing a meticulously
planned anti-corruption
operation by the CBI team.
According to an official
statement issued by the
probe agency, the CBI has
registered a case on Friday
(April 30, 2026) against the
Private Assistant to the
Additional Director posted at
Swasthya Bhawan, CGHS,
Suraj Kund Road, Meerut.
The complaint alleged that
the accused demanded a
bribe of 280,000 froma com-
plainant on behalf of officers
and officials of Swasthya
Bhawan, CGHS, Meerut. The
bribe was demanded to facil-
itate the transfer of a CGHS
staff from CGHS Moradabad
to CGHS Meerut, a routine
administrative process that
was allegedly deliberately

withheld for personal gain.

Acting swiftly on the com-
plaint, the CBI laid a trap.
During the proceedings, both
the additional director and
her private assistant report-
edly agreed to accept a
reduced bribe amount of
¥50,000. The private assis-
tant was subsequently
caught red-handed while
physically accepting the
¥50,000 cash from the com-
plainant, acting explicitly on
behalf of the additional
director. Both individuals
were immediately arrested
by the CBI team.

“The operation highlights
the use of standard anti-
corruption tactics, includ-

ing decoy operations and
real-time monitoring, to
gatherirrefutable evidence”,
CBI sources said.

The Central Government
Health Scheme (CGHS) pro-
vides comprehensive
medical care to central gov-
ernment employees, pen-
sioners, and their depen-
dents across India. Meerut’s
CGHS unit, like others,
handles administrative tasks
such as staff transfers,
empanelment of hospitals,
and service approvals.

Corruption in such
processes not only erodes
public trust but also dis-
rupts the smooth function-
ing of healthcare delivery for

thousands of beneficiaries.
By allegedly monetising a
legitimate transfer request,
the accused are accused of
abusing their official posi-
tions for personal enrich-
ment. As per the official
statementissued by the CBI,
the investigation remains
in progress.

The CBI has not yet dis-
closed the identities of the
accused, citing ongoing
probes, but has confirmed
that both the Additional
Director and her private
assistant are in custody.

“This arrest sends a strong
message that no public
servant is above the law. It
reflects the CBI's proactive
approach in tackling graft at
the middle and senior levels
of government depart-
ments,” an official said.

DTC deploys Jaldoots at 23 bus
terminals to pr0V1de drinking water

Bracing for scorching
summer months, the Delhi
Transport Corporation (DTC)
has deployed ‘Jaldoots’ at 23
major bus terminals across
the city to provide drinking
water to passengers,
Transport Minister Dr Pankaj
Singh said on Friday.

The initiative is aimed at
offering immediate relief to
the general public, particular-
ly daily commuters, who are
most vulnerable to extreme
heat conditions.

The ‘Jaldoot’ initiative, first
launched last year under the
direction of the Transport
Minister, had received an
overwhelmingly positive
response from the public.
The proactive intervention
had provided significant relief

to citizens during peak
summer conditions, reinforc-
ing the Government’s com-
mitment to responsive and
citizen-centric governance.
Building on that success, the
initiative has been further
strengthened this year to
expand its outreach and
impact.

Further strengtheningthis
effort, arrangements have
been made to ensure the

availability of free drinking
water in approximately 3,000
DTC buses operating across
the city. This step significant-
ly expands access to hydra-
tion for passengers through-
out their journey.

The initiative reflects DTC's
continued commitment
towards public service and
passenger welfare, especial-
ly during adverse weather
conditions.

The DTC has also appealed
to all passengers to remain
cautious during the heat-
wave, stay adequately hydrat-
ed, and avoid unnecessary
exposure to direct sunlight
during peak afternoon hours.

The minister said the initia-
tives are in line with the
Delhi Heatwave Action Plan
and in compliance with the
directions of Chief Minister
Rekha Gupta.

Traders in the national
capital on Friday raised con-
cerns over the possibility of
large-scale sealing of com-
mercial establishments oper-
ating in residential areas,
following a recent Municipal
Corporation of Delhi (MCD)
circular to survey such activ-
ities in line with Supreme
Court directions.

According to an official
statement, a delegation of
traders and entrepreneurs,
led by the Chamberof Trade
and Industry (CTI), met MCD
Ccommissioner Sanjeev
Khirwar and urged the civic
body to defer any survey or
sealing action until the
implementation of Master
Plan 2041.

Although newly elected
Mayor Pravesh wahi, after
taking charge on
Wednesday, had announced
that the corporation is not
planning to conduct any
sealing drive in the city.

CTI Chairman Brijesh
Goyal said traders conveyed
that the upcoming Master
Plan 2041 is expected to
provide clarity on the demar-
cation of residential, com-
mercial and industrial areas
across Delhi.

“Till then, no survey or
sealing action should be
undertaken,” he said.

Representatives from key
markets, including Karol
Bagh, Sadar Bazaar and
Gandhi Nagar, told the com-
missioner that no area in

Delhi traders raise alarm
over possible sealing amid
MCD survey directive

Delhi is purely residential
and pointed out that com-
mercial activities are permit-
ted in 24 categories even in

residential zones, the
statement read.

They stressed the need for
clearer classification of land
use to avoid confusion and
hardship for traders.

Traders said that the com-
missioner responded to the
concerns.

“The commissioner has
said that the MCD is in con-
sultation with multiple agen-
cies, including the Delhi gov-
ernment, NDMC and DDA,
and any further action will
be taken only after due
deliberation,” Goyal said,
adding that the commis-
sioner assured that traders
would not be harassed.

According to the state-
ment, in asignificant relief to
the trading community, the
commissioner also indicat-
ed that traders and entrepre-
neurs will soon be able to
obtain trade licences by
paying1s per cent of the fee
along with property tax
through an online system.
An official order in this
regard is expected to be
issued within a couple of
days, Goyal said.
